JfB Helps Buskirk-

Chumley Acquire Piano
From the beginnings of JfB, the
Buskirk-Chumley Theater has been a
central part of our vision for develop-
ing the south central Indiana jazz
scene. However, the theater has not
consistently had a piano available for
concert presenters who might use the
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venue. Now, thanks in large part to the
efforts of Jazz from Bloomington, this
will never again be a problem.

This summer Jamey Aebersold, a
long-time supporter of JfB, ap-
proached Pat Harbison with a proposi-
tion. He was about to acquire a new
piano for his studio in New Albany
and was willing to offer us his Ya-
maha C-7 piano at an unusually attrac-
tive price. The JfB Executive Board
voted to pursue the possibility and
approached the management of the
Buskirk-Chumley to determine their
interest. Negotiations followed be-
tween JfB, B-C Management, and Mr.
Aebersold. The result is that there will
soon be a quality piano at the Buskirk-
Chumley Theater. Problem solved
now and in the future.

The piano will make its Blooming-
ton debut at the Hoagy Carmichael
Festival, August 30-31. Come give it
a listen!
